Wabedo Township Annual Meeting
March 13, 2013

1. Call to order – Clerk Anderson called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm at the town hall. 

2. Election of moderator – Motion:  L. Adelmann/D. Waldera/passed unanimously:  Ron Stokesbary as moderator.

3. Pledge of Allegiance- The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 

4. Approve agenda- There were no changes to the agenda.  Motion:  T. Sausman/L. Adelmann/passed:  Approve the agenda as written.  

5. Approve the minutes of last year’s meeting- Motion: B. Adelmann/T Lund/passed: Approve the minutes of the 2012 annual meeting.   

6. Treasurer’s Report- Clerk Anderson read the Cash Control Statement for the year 2012 with a beginning balance in all funds of $218,814.95 and an ending balance of $315,510.59.  Motion:  T. Lund/M. Lundgren/passed:  Accept the treasurer’s report for 2012 as read. 

7. Road & Bridge- Supervisor Al Chacey reviewed what road work had been done in 2012 and what is proposed for 2013.  Stokesbary discussed working with FEMA after the heavy rains in June.  He also explained that the state made changes regarding the gas tax money, however, Cass County did not make the same changes.  Therefore, Wabedo Township still needs to continue to levy for road and bridge as in the past.  

8. Road & Bridge Levy – Motion:  T. Lund/B. Adelmann/passed:  Set the Road & Bridge levy for 2014 at $125,000.  

9. Fire Report- Supervisor Bob Adelmann referred the residents to the Longville Fire Department report in the hand out.  This report is part of the original minutes of this meeting.  

10. Set the Fire Department Levy – Motion:  P. Mix/L. Adelmann/passed:  Set the Fire Department levy for 2014 at $30,000.

11. Donations- Stokesbary explained that at the last year’s annual meeting the residents asked the board to come with donation recommendations and that is what the board is doing at this meeting.  The board recommended the following:   $200 to Crisis Line, $250 to Faith In Action, $1,000 to Lake Country First Responders, $1,000 to Friends of the Library, $1,000 to Longville Ice Skating Rink, $1,500 to Northland Family Center, $1,500 to Longville Food Shelf and $500 to Young At Heart totaling $6,950.00.  These organizations had all their paper work in on time.    Stokesbary further reported that the board recommends that in the future up to 4% of the budget could be give as donations.  Motion:  T. Fisher/P. Mix/passed:  Approve the recommendations of the Board of Supervisors for donation and that up to 4% of the budget can be used for donations in 2014.  
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12. Set the general levy – Motion:  T. Sausman/L. Adelmann/passed:  Set the general levy at $35,000 plus donations for 2014.  

13.  Planning Commission- Chair Craig Anderson referred the residents to his report in the handout.  He reviewed this information.  

14.  Old Business- 
· Town Hall – There was a discussion about the prospect of having a new town hall.  Stokesbary explained that in the past the residents passed a motion stating that the proceeds of the sale of the present town hall can be used to build a new town hall; and that the price of the new town hall is not to exceed the monies received from the sale of the present town hall.  Stokesbary reported that the board would like some additional wording on that motion which would allow the township to seek extra funding through funding sources, such as grants. Motion:  T. Fisher/L. Adelmann/passed:  The motion from the 2010 annual meeting be amended to read: The price if the new town hall is not to exceed the monies received from the sale of the present town hall plus grants and/or other funding sources not indebting the township.

· President’s report – Stokesbary referred the residents to his report included in the handouts for the meeting.  

15. New Business- The possible bridge closure on State Highway 84 was discussed.  

16.  Set Next Year’s meeting time & location – Stokesbary explained that by law the annual meeting needs to be held on the second Tuesday in March.   Motion:  T. Fisher/P. Mix/passed:  The annual meeting for 2014 to be held at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Hall.  

17.  Adjournment- Motion:  L. Adelmann/T. Sausman/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 9:05 p.m.
