Wabedo Township Annual Meeting
March 8, 2016

1.  Call to order – Clerk Anderson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Hall.
2. Election of Moderator – Motion:  Dwayne Waldera/Kathy Wagner/passed:  Elect Ron Stokesbary as moderator for this meeting.
3. Pledge of Allegiance to the flag – The pledge of allegiance was recited.
4. Approve agenda – Motion:  Tom Lund/Toni Sausman/passed:  Approve the agenda as presented.
5. Approve the minutes – Motion:  Tom Lund/David Rouse/passed:  Approve the minutes of 2015 annual meeting as written.
6. Treasurer’s report – Deputy Treasurer Tenlee Lund read the 2015 Cash Control Statement with a starting balance in all funds of $346,738.68, receipts $243,170.30, disbursements $247,025.08 and an ending balance of $342,883.90.  Motion:  Gary Ewald/Tom Lund/passed unanimously:  Accept the treasurer’s report as presented.
7. Road & Bridge – Supervisor Al Chacey reported on the completed road projects in 2015 and presented a proposed road project list for 2017.  There was discussion about the new bridge on Sioux Camp Road.  The residents questioned why a wooden bridge rather than a concrete bridge.  The residents were concerned about the possible use of pentachloride in the any part of the bridge.   The chair said the board would check out what chemicals are being used in the bridge design.   There was also a discussion about the road maintenance.  
8. Set Road & Bridge levy – Motion:  Tom Lund/Phil Blott/ passed:  Set the Road & Bridge levy for 2017 at $125,000.00.
9. Fire Department - Supervisor Bob Adelmann reported on the Longville Fire Department for 2015.
10. Set the Fire Department levy – Motion:  Phil Mix/David Rouse/passed:  Set the Fire levy at $40,000 for the year 2017.  
11. Donation Request – Stokesbary stated that the residents asked the Board to make suggestions for donations at the annual meeting.  Donation requests are due to the clerk’s office by February 1st of each year.  The organizations that the board are recommending had their information in by the deadline.  Motion:  Phil Mix/Kathy Wagner/passed: The residents of Wabedo Township recommend the following donations:  Cass County Historical $50; Faith in Action $250; Lake Country First Responders $500; Camp Olson $250;   Longville Ice Skating Rink $750; Northland Area Family Service Center $1,500; Longville Food Shelf $1500 and Young At Heart $250.  Donations total $5,050.00.
12. Set General Levy – Motion:  David Rouse/Gary Ewald/passed:  Set the general levy for 2017 at $35,000 plus donations.  The total general levy will be 40,050.00.
13. Planning Commission Report – Chair Craig Anderson introduced the planning commissioners.   He reported on the activities for 2015.  
14. Old Business – none
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15. [bookmark: _GoBack]New Business – Stokesbary lead a discussion about possibly paving some of the township roads.  He gave some pricing examples.  According to Anderson Brothers the cost to pave one mile is $85,000.  With a loan with a 5% interest for 20 year, the cost per mile is $136,412.40.  He  showed examples of the cost of grading, gravel costs, hauling and chloride for each township road.  On average the total cost per road is between $5,200 to $6,233.55.  Twenty year cost of the road with a 5% inflation the cost per year ranges between $150,000 and $193,383.  Compare the 20 year cost to maintain the roads as we are doing at the present time ($150,000 t0 $193,183) to the cost per mile of the loan ($136,412) to see if the project is cost effective.  Discussion.  Motion:  Phil Blott/Phil Mix/passed unanimously:  The board of supervisors to continue to pursue information on this project.  Stokesbary stated the board will continue to gather information on the paving project and how to obtain a loan and then call a special meeting to report their findings.  This will probably take a couple of months. 
16. Set the time and place for next year’s meeting - Motion:  Dwayne Waldera/Gary Ewald/passed:  The time for next year’s annual meeting is 7:00 p.m. at the Town Hall.
17. Adjourn – Motion:  Dave Rouse/Phil Blott/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:23 p.m.
