Wabedo Township Annual Meeting
March 11, 2014


Call to order – Clerk Anderson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Hall.  The sign in sheet is attached to the original minutes of this meeting.

Election of moderator – Motion:  Adelmann/Wagner/passed:  Elect Ron Stokesbary as moderator for this meeting.

Pledge of Allegiance – The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Approve the minutes – The residents received a copy of the 2013 annual minutes in their handouts.  Motion:  Adelmann/Bowdish/passed:  Approve the minutes of the 2013 annual meeting as written.

Treasurer’s Report – Clerk Anderson read the Cash Control Statement for the year 2013.   There was a question about Developer’s Agreement.  C. Anderson, chair of the Planning Commission, explained that when a business is going to use the township roads to bring heavy equipment to their work site, the township has the company sign a Developer’s Agreement and make a deposit set for that project.  When the project is finished the board then determines what condition the road is in and if it needs any work.  If no work is required the deposit is returned to the business.  If work is required the payment for the work is taken out of the deposit and the balance is then returned to the business.  This past year a communication tower was built off of Pikie Point Road.    A question was raised about the three SSDs, who pays for the all charges to each SSD?  Stokesbary explained that the property owners on each SSD are responsible for the cost and upkeep costs of their SSD.  Motion:  Wagner/Hess/passed:  Accept the Treasurer’s Report for 2013.  

Road & Bridge Report – Al Chacey, supervisor, reported that Dave Felton from Felton Brothers is retiring in the fall.  He has been a road contractor for Wabedo Township for many years. A bridge on Sioux Camp Road needs to be replaced.  This will cost the township about $35,000 and total replacement cost will be about $400,000.  The replacement will be done when there is money in the county or state bridge replacement fund and when this bridge comes to the top of their lists.  Chacey also reported that the snow will be plowed after 3”, instead of 4”.  A resident had a concern about sanding at intersections.  Stokesbary explained that the township’s road contractors do not have the machinery needed to spread sand, but we can look into this again.   Another resident asked about calcium chloride.  He had an article about recycling shingles for dust control he shared with the board.  Chacey stated that the price of magnesium chloride has risen drastically this year. 

Set Road & Bridge Levy – Motion:  T. Lund/Waldera/passed:  Set the 2014 Road & Bridge levy at $125,000.

Fire Department Report – Bob Adelmann, supervisor, reported that the Longville Volunteer Fire Department raised the budget by $10,000 with the money going into the relief fund.  When a firefighter retires they receive a payment from the relief fund based on years of service.  A question was raised about the number of actual fire fighters versus the number of fire fighters used in the budget.  The citizen asked that the township look at the Joint Powers Agreement to make sure the two numbers agree.  
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Set Fire Department Levy – Motion:  Waldera/Sausman/passed:  Set the 2015 fire levy at $35,000.

Donations – Stokesbary explained that last year at the annual meeting the residents made a motion that donations should not exceed 4% of the budget.  That would mean the donations this year cannot exceed $7,600.  He presented the list of vetted organizations who had all their paperwork in on time and then read the list of organization who had did not have their paperwork in on time.  Motion:  G. Ewald/Wagner/passed:  Donate $500 AIS.   Motion:   T. Lund/Sausman/passed:  Contract with North Country First Responders with a payment of $1,000.  Motion:  Wagner/Sausman/passed:  Donate $500 to the Young At Heart Club.  Motion:  Wagner/Sausman/passed:  Approve the recommendations of the Board of Supervisors for donations to Crisis Line - $250, Faith in Action - $250, Northland Area Family Service Center - $1,500, Longville Food Shelf - $1,500, Longville Skating Rink - $1,000 and Cass County Historical Society - $100 and that the donations for 2015 do not exceed 4% of the budget.  

Set General Levy – Motion:  Sausman/Wagner/passed: Set the general levy for 2015 at $35,000 plus donations.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Planning Commission – Craig Anderson, chair, stated that 2013 was a very slow year.  There were 25 building permits in Wabedo Township and 2 variance applications.  A citizen asked who do you contact if you see what you think is a violation of county code.  Anderson reported that the citizen should contact the Environmental Services Department at Cass County because the County has the enforcement responsibility for all violations in the county.  

Old Business – none

New Business – A resident asked if the local contractors were asked to bid on the garage when it was built.  Stokesbary reported that three bids were received for the metal building and that the remaining work would be done by local businesses and people.  The residents then asked that in the future when the township is building something that the local businesses be giving a change to bid for the work.  

Set Next Year Annual Meeting Time & Place - Motion:  Waldera/Ewald/passed:  The 2015 annual meeting be held at the town hall at 7:00 p.m.

Adjournment – Motion:  T. Lund/Ewald/passed:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:12 p.m.
