Call to order – Chair Stokesbary called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance - The pledge of allegiance was recited.

Approve the agenda - Add conflict of interest under road and bridge, update administration policy and contracts for service under new business.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed unanimously:  Approve the agenda for this meeting as amended.

Approve minutes - The board received the minutes for the March 15th monthly board meeting, April 5th road inspection meetings with Felton Brothers and Lott Excavating prior to the meeting for review.  MOTION:  Gehrman/passed unanimously:  Approve the minutes of April 5th with Felton Brothers are presented.  MOTION:   Gehrman/passed unanimously:  Approve the minutes of the April 5th meeting with Lott Excavating with the following corrections:  under Wabedo Springs road add 20 yards of gravel, under Stone Creek Road – add Board will determine which portion of the road will be graveled, under Norway Lane – add a quote is needed; and add Little Boy Road – Gravel is needed at the north entrance, about 6 loads.  The board discussed putting chloride only the south portion of the road.   

Treasurer’s Report - Houghton read the Cass Control Statement for the month of March.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed unanimously:  Accept the Cash Control Statement for the month  of March with a starting balance in all funds of $212,297.33 and an ending balance of $206,068.51, plus investments totaling $24,095.94.

Road & Bridge 

Supervisors report – 
· The Board reviewed the work order 2012-01 through 2012-07.  The board approved work orders 2012-01 and 2012-03 through 2012-07 with corrections.  Work order 2012-02 is waiting for an estimate.  
· Easement by Hogan property on Sioux Camp Road – Gehrman found the easement line and will contact Mr. Hogan about the proposed work. 

· Contacted Forestry Department of Cass County – There are two trees on Sioux Camp Road that are leaning over the road and need to be removed.  Gehrman contact Amy Rand of the Forest Resource of Cass County Land Department.  Rand gave the township permission to take down the trees.  A copy of the e-mail is on file.  
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· Jim Seaquist – Owns property on the corner of Hwy 54 and South Little Boy Drive.  Seaquist discussed request with Gehrman that the township brush only 44 feet of the 66 foot right-of-way.  Gehrman instructed Seaquist to put request in writing or attend monthly board meeting.  Seaquist has done neither.  
· Chloride – The Township received correspondence from Cass county Highway Department concerning chloride application.  Gehrman had previously contacted Cass County concerning chloride application so no additional action required.  
Conflict of Interest – Stokesbary explained that Bill Gehrman is a professional sewer site evaluator.  Gehrman has offered to do a preliminary sewer site evaluation for the township property pin 46-003-1008.  Because Gehrman is a supervisor on this board and this is work we could hire to have this, the board needs to pass a resolution stating this will not be a conflict of interest.  MOTION:  Stokesbary/passed (Gehrman abstaining):  Approve resolution 2012-4-1.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING CONTRACT WITH INTERESTED OFFICER 
WHEREAS, Town Board of Wabedo Township, Cass County, Minnesota is seeking the performance or acquisition of the following service or goods:  do a site evaluation for possible septic systems on Parcel Number 46-003-1008 which is owned by Wabedo Township
WHEREAS, William Gehrman is a supervisor of said Township, and a licensed site evaluator, License No. 2530, who has offered to provide this service to the Township at no charge and as such will not have a financial interest in the contract.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board, upon a unanimous vote of the supervisors with the interested officer abstaining, finds that the contract price of $00.00 is as low as, or lower than, the price at which the services or goods could be obtained elsewhere at this time; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board, pursuant to Minn. Stat. §§ 365.37; 471.88, subd. 5; and 471.89, does hereby authorize a contract with William Gehrman for a price of $00.00.

Lott excavating contract - The board has received a signed contract from Lott excavating to do road work in 2012.  MOTION: Adelmann/passed unanimously: Authorize Stokesbary to sign the contract with Lott excavating on behalf of the Wabedo Township.
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SSD contract - The board has been negotiating a contract with Northland Septic to monitor the three SSDs in Wabedo Township.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed unanimously: Authorize Stokesbary to sign 
the contract with Northland Septic for the year 2012.  Tom Lund lives on Sioux Camp Road and has volunteered to silence the alarm when necessary.

Town Hall update – The Township now owns the South portion of the new piece of land, pin number 46 –003 –1008, free and clear.  The board asked the planning commission to start laying out the use of the new town hall property.  
Developer’s Agreement -Chair Stokesbary reported that the Developer’s Agreement for Mule Lake State First Addition has been signed. It will be filed with Cass County after the Mylar has been signed and filed, with the County.

New Business 

Pay the claims - MOTION:  Adelmann/passed unanimously:  Pay the following claims:  electronic claims 40112 –40114 and claims 9057 through 9076, plus payroll.    Claims 9071 – 9078 are contract for service.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed unanimously:  Authorize Stokesbary to sign the contracts for service.    The clerk reported that the Longville Library did not send in a donation request.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed unanimously:  Remove the library donation from the list of approved donations for 2012, due to the fact the township did not receive a letter requesting a donation.
Short Course Review – In general the board members agreed that it was a good day.  There was an emphasis on the open meeting law.

There are no variances to report.  The chair did request a new laptop computer for the secretary of the planning commission.  MOTION: Adelmann/passed unanimously:  Authorize expenditure to not exceed $800 for a new laptop computer for the secretary of the planning commission.
