Chair’s Report – The Board reviewed the chair’s written report.  A copy of the report is attached to these minutes.  One highlight of the report is that Kego Township has signed the Townline Road Agreement for Glenmar and Shangri- La Roads. Wabedo Township countersigned the new town line agreement for Glenmar and Shangri-La Roads. 

Road & Bridge
Supervisor’s report – Stokesbary read the written report for the road supervisor.  A copy of this report is attached to these minutes. Billy Herheim of Lott Excavating is working with Envirotech on the chloriding of the township roads while Chacey is on leave.  Herheim stated that is going well.  
Tractor – Dwayne Waldera, the township’s road employee, discussed the annual preventive maintenance on the tractor. Zeigler sent this information:  a level 1 check would be $488.61, level 2 is $800.41 and level 3 is $1,672.54.  The board asked Waldera to get more information on what is included in each level.  Waldera reported that maintenance of the tractor is based on hours on the machine.  He will have a copy of the contract e-mailed to the clerk.

Old Business
SSD Report – 
· South Little Boy SSD – There were 3 (three) breaks in the pipeline.  Northland dug up 35’ of pipe and replaced it.  The repairs have been completed.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Lazy Boy SSD – There is brown water in this SSD.   There may be a leaking joint.  Northland Septic will present a plan to repair this.  Don’t think there is a break in the pipe, but joint seems loose.
· South Little Boy SSD – It is working properly at this time.
· Adelmann will call Northland Septic for the cost of fixing each SSD and the cost of the repairs for Lazy Boy SSD.

Town Hall Update – The clerk reported that the listing realtors would like to come and meet with the board.  She will ask Boen and Owens to come to the July meeting.


New business

Variance on Little Boy Lake – Anderson reported that the Wabedo Township Planning Commission recommended approval of this variance with a reduction is the size of the garage.  Cass County has approved with Bob Wright of Cass County to investigate wetlands.

Other business
NJPA – The clerk reported that she cannot find any reason to become a full member of NJPA at this time.
