September 11, 2013

Call to order – The meeting was called to order by Chair Stokesbary at 7:00 p.m. at the town hall. 

Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 

Approve the agenda – The following items where added to the agenda:  New Business – District

meeting report, Cass County Association of Townships meeting; Road & Bridge – Pine Crest Trail. 

MOTION:  Stokesbary/passed:   Approve the agenda with additions.
Approve the minutes – The board received a copy of the minutes of the August meeting prior to this meeting for review.  MOTION:  Adelmann/passed:  Approve the minutes of the August, 13, 2013 meeting as written.  

Accept the Treasurers report - 
1. Cash Control Statement -Treasurer Houghton read the Cash Control statement for the month of August 2013.  There was discussion about the disbursement charges for Lazy Boy SSD maintenance.  Houghton will look into this and make any changes, if necessary. There was a questions on a bill from Northland Septic regarding a frozen line on the Isackson property.  Was the frozen line between the pumping station on the Isackson property or was it on the Isackson property?  Adelmann will follow up on this.   MOTION:  Adelmann/passed unanimously:  Accept the Cash Control Statement for the month of August 2013 with the ending balance in all funds of $323,431.82 and investments of $23,834.41, with pending changes.  
2. Approve payment of claims – The Supervisors received a list of claims prior to the meeting for review.   The board reviewed and approved the claims.  MOTION:  Chacey/passed unanimously:  Approve the payment of electronic claims numbers 91131 – 91132; regular claims 9571 through 9582 totaling $4,916.53, plus payroll.  

3. Keeping track of garage expenses – The Board discussed how is the best way to keep track of the expenses for building the new garage.  Houghton reported that she and the clerk have set up a Capital Project Fund and all expenses for the garage are going through that fund.  The garage is being funded by Road & Bridge.  The monies for the garage will be transferred from Road & Bridge to the Capital Project Fund when the garage is completed. 

Resident Concerns – Pine Crest Trail – The road is crowned in such a way that all the water goes into the Johnson’s driveway.  Chacey will follow up on this concern.
Road & Bridge 
Supervisor’s report – Chacey reported that the Sioux Camp Road project has been completed.  Felton told Chacey he thinks there may be more gravel in our pit.  Chacey will check with Bill Gehrman, former supervisor, on his findings.  The gate is broken on the gravel pit.  Chacey and Waldera will make the necessary repairs.
Stokesbary reported that last year after the storm trees were down on Cooper Lake Road.  Waldera cut up the trees and put them on the edge of the road next to the Russ Schultz property (the land owner said he wanted the lumber).  Stokesbary talked to Schultz and told him the lumber needs to be removed by winter.  If the trees are not moved the township will need to take care of it. 
Wabedo Township Board of Supervisors meeting, 9/11/13 continued:   

Waldera’s report - Two hoses on the mower are showing wear due to setting out in the elements. The supervisors told him to replace the hoses.  The brushing will be completed in the next weeks and road signs will be up yet this fall.  

Old Business

SSD report – Adelmann reported that the new monitoring system is working well.  The board discussed the old electrical boxes.  MOTION:  Stokesbary/passed (2 yes 1 no): Mark or remove the old posts at each of the three SSD sites.  This is a safety issue.

Stokesbary discussed the report that Northland Septic sent out for the usage in July.  South Little Boy SSD was pumping too much water according to what the permit allows.  Northland suspects leaking toilets.  Adelmann will contact the property owners on the South Little Boy SSD asking them to check their toilets and faucets for leaks.  He will ask them if they turn off their water when they leave.  There is a possibility that it may be ground water.  

Houghton asked, on behalf of Cavanaugh who is part of the South Little Boy SSD, if their septic system can handle an addition of two bedrooms and one bathroom.  Adelmann will check with Northland.

Stokesbary reported that Dale of Northland Septic has alarms at Sioux Camp SSD, a pump is bad.  A replacement pump will cost $1761.  Stokesbary reported that he authorized Northland Septic to replace the pump.  

Garage/town hall update – Grading and seeding is completed and the electric has been ordered.  The township will need to get quotes on cement.  Stokesbary will get quotes and specify 5” steel rebar on center with fiberglass mesh.  The township will do the insulation.  Waldera and Chacey will get pricing for the insulation materials.  
NEW BUSINESS

Microsoft Office for all computers – The supervisors decided to stay with Open Office.

District 11 meeting report - Stokesbary reported he attended the meeting and learned that joint powers are not tax exempt.
Cass County Association of Townships meeting – The Cass County Association of Townships will be held on Oct 3rd at Hackensack.  MOTION:  Stokesbary/passed:  Authorized payment of all expenses for board members to attend the Cass County Association of Townships meeting in the Bear Pause in Hackensack on Oct. 3, 2013.

Adjournment – MOTION:  Adelmann/passed unanimously:  Adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 8:46 p.m.
